Law; Gangs and Gang Violence; School Discipline; 2008 Youth 

Health Survey; and Graduation.  

Level 3: Team Building: Working and Growing Together; Georgiaõs 

Graduation Criteria; Book Study: Put Strengths to Work; Text-

book Adoption; Disaggregating Data; and Graduation.  

**Level 3 requires participants to implement a leadership project 

with the potential to increase parent involvement and support 

student achievement.
